General Use

Press the (UNIT) button on the underside of the scale to switch units between pounds
(Ib) , stone(st) and kilograms (kg).

Stand on the scale until the @ lights up to confirm result is accurate.

Replacing the Batteries

Open the battery compartment on the underside of the scale.

Install 4 new 1.5V AAA batteries. Make sure the polarities match.
Close the battery compartment, place the scale on a hard, flat surface.

1. Use a slightly damp cloth to clean the surface of the scale, followed by a soft, dry cloth to
wipe away the remaining moisture.
2. Do not use chemical or abrasive cleaning agents to clean the scale.
